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GENERAL BATHING GUIDELINES
At official swimming areas, be-

achgoers are in good hands: Ex-
perienced local lifeguards keep a 
close watch over their respective 
beach sections and are famili-
ar with tides and currents. Their 
skills are tested annually in surf 
rescue exams. Nonetheless, bat-
hers should follow current safety 
regulations, lifeguards' instruc-

tions, and general swimming ru-
les, as the sea can be dangerous 
in unexpected places – especially 
outside the supervised areas.

PROTECTING THE DUNES MEANS 
PROTECTING THE COAST

Dunes serve as natural barriers 
against the force of the sea. Care-
fully planted marram grass stabili-
zes the dunes, but this vegetation 
is fragile. As more visitors began 
sunbathing in the dunes, harming 
the plants, all dune areas on Sylt 
have been strictly off-limits sin-
ce 1978. Informal footpaths off 
the official routes have also been 
closed. Please stay on marked 
paths and don’t let children play 
in the dunes. Avoid digging sand-
castles or trenches near beach 
chairs – when the tide comes in, 
water may not drain properly and 
could wash away sand around the 
chairs.

FEEDING SEAGULLS IS 
PROHIBITED

They are as much a part of Sylt 
as the sand itself: seagulls. But

they've become a nuisance, espe-
cially on Westerland’s promena-
de. Due to frequent feeding and 
increased rooftop nesting, their 

population has risen significant-
ly. The birds have become bold, 
snatching ice creams, crêpes, or 
fish sandwiches right from peo-
ple’s hands. The town of Wester-
land has issued a feeding ban. 
Violations carry heavy fines. Fee-

ding seagulls or any wild animals 
is misguided compassion and 
harms their behavior and health.

LOTS OF WIND FOR 
FLYING KITES

While strong wind often means 
great kite weather, care must be 
taken. Tightly stretched kite lines 
cutting through the air near the 
beach may be fun for the pilot, 
but dangerous for walkers and 
swimmers. Therefore, stunt kites 
are prohibited in busy beach sec-
tions and bird nesting areas. Plea-
se check the local regulations of 
each municipality.

FRISIAN WALLS – 
FUNCTIONAL ART

Originally built to block the 
wind, these stone walls now func-
tion more as decorative fences. 
Painstakingly crafted by hand, 
they may look sturdy but are not 
benches or climbing frames. Da-
maging them can lead to costly 
repairs – and angry homeowners.
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Nature

ELLENBOGEN
The narrow peninsula north of 

List, curving east like an arm over 
the head, is called Ellenbogen and 
is private land (cars pay a toll; pe-
destrians and cyclists enter for 
free). Here you’ll find nothing but 
dunes, sea, wind, and wide-open 
space. At the northern beach of 
the western Ellenbogen, you are 
at Germany’s northernmost point.

SHIFTING DUNES OF LIST
These white dunes west of List 

are still moving – about six meters 
annually, and sometimes up to 
ten. In the past, such dunes bu-
ried entire settlements like Old 
Rantum and Old List. Today, three 
of these dunes are preserved in 
their natural state and protec-
ted. A fantastic view awaits from 
the observation platform at the 
northern edge of the dune area.

CLIFFS
Sylt’s cliffs offer spectacular 

views. Despite the name, they’re 
not rocky cliffs but steep coastal 

escarpments ("Klef" in Frisian), 
shaped over 9,000 years by the 
sea. The most photographed cliff 
is the Red Cliff between Wenning-
stedt and Kampen, rising nearly 
30 meters. In the evening sun, 
it glows red – hence its name. A 
geologist’s favorite is the Morsum 
Cliff, where ten million years of 
Earth’s history are revealed in a 
few square kilometers.

Tip:Join a geological tour!

Between Munkmarsch and Bra-
derup is the White Cliff, and in Kei-
tum, the mudflat walk passes the 
Green Cliff.

UWE-DUNE
At 52,5 meters above sea level, 

the Uwe Dune is Sylt’s highest 
natural point. From the end of 
Kurhausstraße in Kampen, a path 
leads to the dune’s base. Climb 
the 110 wooden steps to enjoy a 
grand panoramic view – even over 
the whole island on clear days.

BRADERUPER HEATH
Half of all heathland in Schles-

wig-Holstein is on Sylt. The largest 
is the Braderup Heath nature re-
serve with 140 hectares. In late 
summer, the blooming purple 
common heather (Calluna vulga-
ris) dominates a landscape that 
supports 2,500 animal species. 
This is not untouched wilderness, 
but a cultural landscape in transi-
tion.

From the Braderup Nature Cen-
ter, guided tours are available. 
The center also features a fami-
ly-friendly exhibition about the is-
land and the sea.

RANTUM BASIN
1In 1936/37, a 5-kilometer-

long dyke between Tinnum and 
Rantum enclosed 560 hectares 

of mudflats for a seaplane base – 
which was barely used. Today, this 
human-made area is beloved by 
hikers and wildlife. Protected sin-
ce 1962, it’s now a rich breeding 
and resting habitat for birds.

WADDEN SEA NATIONAL PARK
Sylt is at the heart of the Schles-

wig-Holstein Wadden Sea Na-
tional Park, also a UNESCO World 
Heritage Site. The landscape is 
shaped by tides, salty seawater, 
and strong winds – creating habi-
tats for “specialists” like glasswort 
(a salt marsh plant) or lugworms, 

which feed on organic material in 
the sand.

There are many ways to explo-
re this unique ecosystem: mudflat 
walks, boat tours with marine life 
explanations, or birdwatching 
tours. Information is available at 
local tourism offices.

HÖRNUM ODDE
A walk around the southern 

tip of Sylt (best at low tide) re-
veals both of the island’s faces: 
the gentle eastern shore and the 
wild western surf – all in just over 
an hour. This route also shows 
Sylt’s most fragile area. Tides and 
storms constantly erode the Hör-
num Odde. Just 15 years ago, this 
walk took over three hours – now, 
only about one.

COASTAL PROTECTION 
FOUNDATION

The Stiftung Küstenschutz Sylt

on) is an independent organizati-
on that supports coastal defense 
measures on the island.

TINNUM FORT (TINNUMBURG)
This circular rampart in  Tin-

num’s meadows dates back pos-
sibly to the 1st century, initially 
serving as a sacred site. In Viking 
times (8th–10th century), it was 
likely a fortified settlement. The 
current visible wall reaches up to 
7 meters in height.

VOGELKOJEN (DUCK DECOYS)
Sylt even has a “primeval fo-

rest” – romantic, mysterious, and 
right by the Wadden Sea. These 
nature reserves, called Vogelkojen, 
were once duck-trapping sites. 
Today, they offer trails combining 
nature, history, and a hint of spoo-
kiness.

CHURCHES
Visible from the railway em-

bankment, St. Severin Church in 
Keitum is a Sylt landmark. Its ol-
dest part, the apse, dates back to 
the 12th century. Sister church 
St. Martin in Morsum has a woo-
den belfry instead of a tower. The 
small village church St. Niels in 
Westerland was built in 1635. The 
sail-shaped St. Thomas Church in 
Hörnum (1969/70) is Schleswig-
Holstein’s youngest heritage-lis-
ted church building.

Many churches offer high-qua-
lity music, such as the Wednesday 
Concerts at St. Severin (Keitum) 
or Sunday concerts at St. Nicolai 
in Westerland ( June–October). Ot-
her churches host music events 
during the summer as well.
